TRA URGES ALL BRITAIN’S TYRE RETAILERS TO HEED THEIR DUTY OF CARE
When it comes to responsible tyre disposal Britain is a divided society.

Disturbing figures derived from a survey conducted by the NTDA* show that 36% have had waste tyres dumped on their premises in the past six months, with many experiencing multiple incidents. Worse still, when reported to the Environment Agency most of the affected retailers felt that the EA response was mostly one of disinterest.

End of Life tyres are a valuable resource but an ugly waste when fly-tipped or abandoned. There is a better way.

Most tyres can be easily and beneficially re-cycled but to do so requires all those retailers, vehicle dismantlers and others to fully embrace best practice. The TRA is also calling on the Environment Agency to try even harder in the fight against waste tyre crime. 

There are no excuses. Britain’s Tyre Industry Federation sponsors the uniquely successful Responsible Recycler Scheme which is operated nationwide by TRA members.  The scheme already accounts for 75% of our nations used tyre arisings and ensures that all the tyres handled by its members are responsibly reused, recycled or reprocessed. Scheme members are audited annually to ensure their total compliance.

The problem however, lies with an irresponsible minority of operators who routinely ignore their Duty of Care in the exception they will not get caught. Those with whom enforcement responsibilities are vested must also do more to help business stamp out illegality.
The TRA is urging tyre retailers and vehicle dismantlers who do not use its members to tick the following four boxes:

Used tyres collected, handled or reprocessed by scheme members are tracked throughout the disposal chain so delivering full traceability and accountability.
